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Mt. Tsukuba is one of Japan’s famous mountains. Its nickname of ‘Purple
Mountain’ derives from how the mountain’s slopes take on a purple hue at dusk.
Since prehistoric times, Mt. Tsukuba has been the object of mountain worship
and Man'yoshu, the oldest anthology of Japanese waka poems, contains many
poems about the mountain. Currently, most of Mt. Tsukuba is protected as a
quasi-national park. Visitors can easily access the mountaintop by cable car or
ropeway, or enjoy hiking and nature walks.

Trail 1/ Miyukigahara Trail

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Linking jinja Shrine to Mukaeba Trail is
easier than others as it is not very rocky. Recommended for beginners
or families with children.
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Trail 4 / Otatsu-ishi Trail

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Trail 6 / Fukamine-hodo Trail
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Fukamine-hodo Trail extends from the site of the now-defunct Mt. Tsukuba

Youth Hostel to the top of Mt. Tsukuba. Many wildflowers and birds can be
observed along the way, making it a fun course for hikers.
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Trail 7 / Campsite Trail
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Campsite Trail starts from Tsukuba Kogen Campsite and leads to the top

of Mt. Nyotai. It goes through different kinds of forest including artificial
forests, second-growth forests, and natural forests.

MDuring the Golden Week holiday period in early May, and on weekends and holidays in
November, the roads around Mt. Tsukuba, including Prefectural Road No. 42, become
extremely crowded. Visitors heading for are asked to take Road
No. 238, also known as the Purple Line. Please note that motorcycles cannot use this road.
